SCI Benner Township Employees, Inmates Participate in Freedom Walk 

Bellefonte – SCI Benner Township Superintendent Ferguson today announced that on Nov. 12, 2014, the prison held a Freedom Walk to raise money for the Disabled American Veterans (DAV).  The walk was open to all SCI Benner Township employees and inmates who have served in the Armed Forces.  One hundred percent of the more than $892.91 donations received at the walk, and funds raised through special sales to the inmate population, were donated to the DAV.  
“The sacrifice of servicemen and servicewomen currently enlisted in the Armed Forces and the sacrifices and commitment of our American veterans is recognized, not just on Veteran’s Day, but every day,” Superintendent Ferguson said.  “The price of freedom is never free.” 
The Department of Corrections has a considerable number of employees who are currently enlisted in the Armed Forces or have served our great country. In addition, many inmates also have served for our freedom. 
“That recognition, regardless of their current status of incarceration, has not gone unnoticed,” Superintendent Ferguson continued.  “The Pennsylvania Department of Corrections has re-forged a commitment to identify veteran’s resources to these individuals, both during incarceration and for reentry. This event is one way that our inmate veterans have elected to give back and how our employees are supportive of these efforts.” 
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
