SCI Mercer Inmates Donate $1,000 to The Arc of Mercer County 
Mercer County – SCI Mercer’s Deputy Superintendents Michael Mahlmeister and Debra Sauers, and Activities Manager April Harvey presented a check for $1,000 to Sheila Reiber, executive assistant of The Arc of Mercer County.

The prison’s inmates raised the funds at the second annual Inmate Walk/Run-A-Thon hosted by the activities department on Oct. 13, 2014.  For this event, the inmates chose The Arc of Mercer County to be the recipient of the funds raised.  Since 1952, The Arc has been providing quality services and care to adults with intellectual and developmental disabilities, and is currently serving more than 300 individuals daily.

Forty-three inmates raised the money by walking and/or running a total of 3,978 laps.  Two inmates in the over 50 category finished with 120 laps each.  One inmate in the handicap category completed 89 laps, and the highest number of laps completed by an inmate was 171. 
According to SCI Mercer’s Superintendent Brian Thompson, “This event allows inmates the opportunity to give back to the community.”
