Recent Incident Did NOT Involve SCI Greene
Waynesburg – SCI Greene Superintendent Robert Gilmore provided the following statement regarding a recent parolee escape:
SCI Greene has not experienced an inmate escape.  The recent incident involved a parolee who had been housed at a halfway house that is located on the grounds of the prison – the Progress Community Corrections Center (CCC).  
Parolee Chad Flick had been escorted by the center’s staff from Progress CCC to a local hospital for medical treatment.  Upon discharge from the hospital, the parolee fled from the escorting staff.  This individual was already paroled but was housed at Progress CCC for violation of terms of his parole.

The whereabouts of parolee Chad Flick remain unknown.  Anyone with information is asked to call state police in Waynesburg at 724-627-6151.
Had an escape from SCI Greene occurred, the prison would have sounded its escape siren and would have generated phone calls to registered individuals via the AlertPA system.  In addition, the facility would issue a press release to alert the local community of an escape.
