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SCI Fayette Reports Inmate Death – Raymond Seybert

LaBelle – Brian Coleman, superintendent of the State Correctional Institution at Fayette, reported today that inmate Raymond Seybert, 35, was found unresponsive in his cell at approximately 10:20 a.m. Monday, Oct. 6, 2014, during a security check of a housing unit.

Prison staff immediately responded and provided life-saving measures until facility medical personnel arrived. Emergency medical personnel arrived at the facility and transported Seybert to Uniontown Hospital. A hospital physician pronounced Seybert dead at 5:36 a.m. today, Oct. 7, 2014.    

Inmate Seybert was convicted of involuntary deviate sexual intercourse in Butler County and sentenced to 10 years and four months to 32 years in prison. He was at SCI Fayette since June 2004. 

As is the case with all inmate deaths, the institution notified the Pennsylvania State Police, who, by policy, will conduct an investigation. The official cause of death will be determined by the Allegheny County coroner.

The inmate’s next-of-kin has been notified.
