Corrections Secretary Appoints New Superintendent at SCI Somerset 
Harrisburg – Secretary of Corrections John Wetzel today named Trevor Wingard as superintendent at the State Correctional Institution at Somerset. Wingard transitioned from SCI Laurel Highlands where he was superintendent.  He replaced Gerald Rozum, who retired from state service.
“Trevor’s leadership will propel SCI Somerset forward.  He will bring his corrections knowledge and organizational skills to enhance the quality of the day-to-day operations of the facility,” said Secretary Wetzel.

As superintendent of SCI Somerset, Wingard is responsible for more than 500 staff and approximately 2,300 inmates.
Wingard began his corrections career in 1994 at a corrections officer at SCI Somerset.  In the following year, he became a counselor at Somerset.
In 1998, he moved to SCI Greensburg as a unit manager. He remained at the same facility where in 2008 he was named deputy superintendent for centralized services; he moved to deputy of facility management in 2010.
Wingard was acting warden of the Allegheny County Jail in Pittsburgh from June to December of 2011.
Upon his return to the DOC, Wingard was promoted to superintendent at SCI Laurel Highlands. 
Wingard is graduate of Indiana University of Pennsylvania where he earned his Bachelor of Arts and Master of Arts in criminology.
Wingard also is a veteran, having served in the U.S. Air Force and Pennsylvania Air National Guard.
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
