Corrections Employee Receives Departmental Award
Harrisburg, PA – Lucas Malishchak, corrections evaluation supervisor/mental health program manager at the Department of Corrections’ Central Office, was presented with the agency’s Outstanding Performance Award.
Malishchak has accomplished much in only a few years with the Department of Corrections. 

At SCI Dallas, where he began his career in 2010 as a psychological services associate, he facilitated sex offender treatment, among other programs. 

The following year, he was named psychological services specialist and mental health coordinator, preparing clinical risk assessments to prepare inmates for parole and release. He was also responsible for the delivery of mental health services to inmates in the Special Needs Unit and Psychiatric Observation Cells.

In July 2013, he was named to his current position where he has trained all Central Office staffers in Mental Health First Aid. He has also worked on policy revisions, researched critical incidents in institutions, working with other bureaus and staff from the field, vendors and other state agencies.

Malishchak is pursuing a doctoral degree in business administration with a specialization in criminal justice. His ability to incorporate aspects of his studies with real world applications enables the DOC to use evidenced-based research to overhaul of the largest mental health provider in the state.

Malishchak’s hard work, dedication, professionalism and enthusiasm have made him a leader within the department. 

Malishchak earned his bachelor’s degree from Moravian College and master’s degree from Marywood University, both in psychology. He expects to earn his doctorate in business administration this year from Northcentral University.
