SCI Dallas’ Chackan Recognized for Outstanding Performance

Dallas – Jacqueline Chackan, a registered nurse who works at the State Correctional Institution at Dallas, was recognized today with the Department of Corrections’ outstanding performance award.   
“Jackie has worked at SCI Dallas for nearly 11 years, improving the treatment of the more than 500 mentally ill offenders through her outstanding efforts in the prison’s psychiatric clinic and medical department,” Superintendent Jerome Walsh said. 

An observant and effective communicator, Chackan has assisted the psychiatrist and certified registered nurse practitioner by reviewing offenders’ cases on the docket, calling attention to any specific concerns that need to be addressed and clearly explaining treatment to patients.

During a period of time when temporary physicians substituted for regularly assigned psychiatrists in the prison, Chackan served as a constant presence, communicating the needs of the offenders and facilitating their treatment.  At times, when lack of coverage was a matter of special concern, Chackan also served as an advocate, reaching out directly to the mental health manager and corrections health care administrator.

A graduate of Wilkes-Barre Area Technical School of Practical Nursing, Chackan earned her associates degree in the registered nursing program at Luzerne County Community College. She is also an active volunteer at her church and is a member of the prison’s Crisis Incident Stress Management Team and the Suicide Prevention Team.
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
