Corrections Secretary Appoints New Superintendent at SCI Laurel Highlands 
Harrisburg – Secretary of Corrections John Wetzel today named Jamey Luther as superintendent at the State Correctional Institution at Laurel Highlands. 
“Jamey’s wide variety of correctional experience will enhance the operation of the facility. She meets challenges head on to institute change to benefit staff and inmates,” said Secretary Wetzel.

As superintendent of SCI Laurel Highlands, Luther is responsible for more than 500 staff and approximately 1,500 inmates.
Luther began her corrections career in 1996 as a drug and alcohol treatment specialist 2 at the Quehanna Boot Camp, Clearfield County.
In 2000, she moved to the Johnstown Community Corrections Center as a corrections counselor 2.  In the same year, she went to SCI Pine Grove as a drug and alcohol treatment supervisor.  In 2006, Luther was promoted to deputy superintendent of centralized services. 
The following year Luther transitioned to deputy superintendent of centralized services at SCI Cresson. With the closing of SCI Cresson, she became deputy superintendent of facilities management at SCI Laurel Highlands.
Luther is a graduate of Penn State University where she earned dual degrees: Bachelor of Science in Psychology with a minor in Business and Bachelor of Science in Recreation and Parks Management emphasis in therapeutic recreation. 
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
