SCI Waymart Reports Inmate Assault
Waymart – SCI Waymart Superintendent Wayne J. Gavin reports an inmate-on-inmate assault took place last evening that has resulted in the prison being locked down for a search.
On April 29, at approximately 9:12 p.m., corrections officers responded to a fight on a general population housing unit involving two inmates. One inmate assaulted another inmate to the point where the second inmate required treatment at a local hospital. No officers were injured while responding to the assault. 

At 9:25 p.m., the institution was locked down so officials could conduct a facility-wide search. SCI Waymart’s Security Office and the Pennsylvania State Police are investigating the incident; therefore, no inmate identification will be provided by the DOC.

“Corrections Officers immediately responded to this incident and restored order on the housing unit within minutes,” said Superintendent Gavin.  “The institution will remain under emergency conditions until such time that a general search of the facility is completed and the investigation has concluded.”
