SCI Mahanoy Employee Receives Departmental Award
Frackville, PA – John Muick, a unit manager at the State Correctional Institution at Mahanoy, today, was presented with the Department of Corrections’ Outstanding Performance Award.

Muick, who was named the institution’s “Employee of the Year’’ for 2014, is described by his co-workers as a dedicated, hard-working, committed true professional who will rise to any occasion. His calm demeanor and positive attitude is infectious and makes him one of the prison’s favorite employees and a natural leader.  

Muick began his Department of Corrections’ career at SCI Mahanoy in 2000 as a psychological services specialist, serving as the mental health coordinator and Special Needs Unit’s psychological services specialist. Muick later served as the Sex Offender Program coordinator and is a certified delegate for involuntary mental health commitments.

In 2008, Muick took over as unit manager and soon was the treatment specialist initiative supervisor, adding two treatment specialists to his team. In 2010, he took over the SNU on the A Block. 

Muick is very active in numerous endeavors at SCI Mahanoy, not only as a participant but in leadership roles. 

He serves as the mental health specialist for the Hostage Negotiation Team; Critical Incident Stress Management team leader, State Employee Assistance Program coordinator, housing unit clerical pool supervisor, treatment specialist supervisor, counselor audit coordinator, Mental Health First Aid instructor, Certified Peer Support Specialist Program coordinator, employee development trainer and American Correctional Association mock audit evaluator.

Muick also serves on a number of committees including: program review, suicide prevention, security threat group, training advisory, misconduct appeal review, labor management, tool inspection team and safety.

After earning a bachelor’s degree at Albright College and a master’s degree at Shippensburg University, Muick worked as a therapist in Allentown and Bethlehem before joining the Department of Corrections. He also worked as an adjunct professor of psychology at Lehigh Carbon Community College between 1998 and 2008.
