SCI Albion Reports Death of an Inmate

Albion, PA – State Correctional Institution at Albion Superintendent Nancy Giroux reports the death of an inmate, on Saturday, November 7, 2015.
At 10:11 p.m. an inmate was found unresponsive in his cell. The officers and medical staff provided immediate emergency first aid, however, he was pronounced dead at approximately 10:40 p.m. by facility medical staff.
Anotnio Williams, 23, was committed to the Department of Corrections on November 5, 2013, to serve a 1-year, 6-month to 4-year sentence for Drug – Manufacture/sale/deliver or Possession with intent to deliver out of Erie County. He was paroled from SCI Camp Hill on November 3, 2014, and returned to SCI Albion on October 24, 2015, due to a parole violation.
As is the policy with all inmate deaths, the Pennsylvania State Police and coroner were contacted.  The State Police will conduct an investigation.  The official cause of death will be determined by the Erie County Coroner’s Office.  
Next of kin has been notified.
