SCI Muncy Achieves National Accreditation

Muncy, PA – Superintendent Robert Smith today confirmed the accredited status of the State Correctional Institution (SCI) at Muncy.

The American Correctional Association (ACA) announced the accreditation of SCI Muncy on November 4, 2015.  Muncy received 100% compliance in all mandatory standards and a 99.8% compliance rate of non-mandatory standards.  SCI Muncy will receive its official certification from the ACA in January 2016.    

Upon receiving this notification, DOC Secretary John Wetzel, complimented Superintendent Smith and Muncy employees for their professional level of operation and success in completing the accreditation process.  The Department of Corrections is one of more than 1,500 correctional organizations currently involved in accreditation across the nation.

“I credit the staff of all disciplines working inside SCI Muncy in achieving this level of official recognition,” said Superintendent Smith. “Their professionalism and dedication to the agency’s standards of operation have been instrumental in Muncy’s success.” 

The accreditation program is a professional peer review process based on national standards that have evolved since the founding of the association in 1870.  The standards were developed by national leaders from the field of corrections, law, architecture, health care and other groups who are interested in sound correctional management.

American Correctional Association standards address services, programs and other operations essential to effective correctional management.  Through accreditation, an agency is able to maintain a balance between protecting the public and providing an environment that safeguards the life, health and safety of staff and offenders.  

Standards set by ACA reflect practical up-to-date policies and procedures and function as a management tool for agencies and facilities throughout the world.

“The three-year accreditation granted to SCI Muncy does not signal an end to involvement with the accreditation process” stated Smith.  During the three-year period, staff will continue to work towards process improvement to maintain continuous compliance with the standards in order to be reaccredited in 2018.”
