SCI Muncy Employee Receives Departmental Award
Muncy, PA – James Savage, lieutenant at the State Correctional Institution at Muncy, today, was presented with the Department of Corrections’ Outstanding Performance Award.

Lt. Savage has earned the respect and trust of staff and inmates, with his professionalism and consistently pleasant personality.

Throughout his corrections career, Lt. Savage has received letters of commendation and appreciation for his ability to respond to situations in a professional and calm manner. 

Despite the increased volume in his workload, Savage has consistently assisted in areas of need, including tracking of security threats. 

His communication skills with the inmates has helped him gain invaluable information to share with investigators, especially human trafficking. In July 2014, Savage was an integral part of an investigation that ultimately resulted in the arrest of a suspect in a double homicide in Idaho. 

More recently, Savage was an integral part of the production of the first female TEDx prison event at SCI Muncy, coordinating security and schedules for the outside guests, and preparations for the facility’s Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) audit.

He is self-motivated, dependable. Savage’s consistently friendly demeanor has made his a positive role model for others. He is trusted and respected by both staff and inmates, as well as other criminal justice agencies and the general public. 

A veteran of the U.S. Navy, Savage began his corrections’ career in 1996 at SCI Coal Township. He was promoted to corrections officer 1 the following year. He transferred to SCI Muncy in 2001 and was promoted to corrections officer 2 in 2005 and corrections officer 3 in 2007. As a lieutenant, Savage has served in shift, zone and training positions.

In addition, he is the Critical Incident Manager, a member of the North Central Task Force Incident Management Team, and leader of SCI Muncy’s Honor Guard.

In his spare time, he volunteers at “The Vineyard,’’ a faith-based, community after-school program for adolescents. 
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
