Corrections Employee Receives Departmental Award
Harrisburg, PA – Michelle Quigley, administrative officer 1 with the Department of Corrections’ Bureau of Community Corrections, today, was presented with the agency’s Outstanding Performance Award.

Quigley began her career with the Department of Corrections in 1988 as a temporary clerk typist at the Training Academy.

Now, about 27 years later, she has moved only a little geographically – from Camp Hill to Mechanicsburg – while her career has been interesting and diverse. 
She continues to be a valuable asset to the Department of Corrections and is frequently called upon to provide background information on a variety of subjects. Quigley is a team player and always willing to share her knowledge with co-workers.  

Less than one year after she started at the Training Academy, Quigley was promoted to a permanent clerical position at SCI Camp Hill. 

After the riots in 1989, she was one of the few women who went back inside to work. Recently, Quigley joined others in attending programs commemorating the 25 years since the event. 

In 1997, she transferred to Central Office to work for the Office of Professional Responsibility and then the Central Office Security Division. 

Two years later, Quigley transferred to the Bureau of Community Corrections. She has earned two promotions since the transfer, earning her the rank of administrative officer I. 

In her current position, Quigley is considered the department’s subject matter expert for the Community Corrections Information System. She is also the main liaison to the Bureau of Information Technology and key component for all bureau contracts and initiatives with the Department of General Services. 

Outside of work, Quigley enjoys spending time with her family, camping and working in her garden.
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
