SCI Somerset welcomes visitors from Illinois and Nebraska Departments of Corrections
Somerset, PA – Superintendent Trevor Wingard and the staff of SCI Somerset recently welcomed administrators from the Illinois and Nebraska corrections departments. 
The group requested to visit SCI Somerset to observe the implementation of the “Swift, Certain and Fair” (SCF) pilot program for inmate discipline. This disciplinary approach focuses on handling situations quickly on the unit where they occur and with specified discipline criteria. 
Officials from these states said they are interested in implementing the program in some of the older facilities and in Illinois plan to model the approach at a facility set to open in January 2017.  
The visitors spent most of their tour speaking to corrections officers who are running the program and said they were impressed by what they witnessed. They commented that staff were knowledgeable and open-minded about the new strategy and that it appeared to have strong buy-in among staff and inmates.  
SCI Somerset plans to expand the use of “Swift, Certain and Fair” beyond the two units where it is presently being used with a goal of having it in operation facility-wide by the end of 2017.
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
