SCI Forest Staff Participate in PA Act 139 Naloxone Training
Marienville, PA – Through a working relationship with the Forest County DA’s office, the Forest County Drug Task Force and the Armstrong, Indiana and Clarion Drug and Alcohol Commission, on Thursday, January 12, 2017, approximately 70 SCI Forest employees participated in PA Act 139 Naloxone Training.  Held at the prison, the training was provided by the Armstrong, Indiana and Clarion Drug and Alcohol Commission in partnership with the Forest/Warren County Human Services and the Forest County District Attorney.  
Upon completion of the free training, all participants received a certificate and free Naloxone kit to take home with them.  In the past year, SCI Forest has had four staff members lose loved ones to overdose.   The kits are good for two years and the staff will be able to exchange the kit if it is either used or reaches its expiration date.
