[bookmark: _GoBack]SCI Camp Hill Reports Inmate Death

Camp Hill PA – State Correctional Institution at Camp Hill Superintendent Laurel Harry reports the death of an inmate.

At 4:45 PM on December 4, 2019, corrections officers discovered inmate Dominic Ingle, 24, unresponsive in his cell. The officers provided immediate emergency first aid until facility medical personnel arrived. Facility medical staff continued CPR until Lower Allen EMS arrived and took over. Ingle was then transported to Geisinger Holy Spirit Medical Center. 

On December 15, 2019, Ingle was pronounced dead at 3:10 PM by a doctor at Geisinger Holy Spirit Medical Center.  

Pennsylvania’s State Police will conduct an investigation. The official cause of death will be determined by the Cumberland County Coroner’s Office. 

Ingle was serving a 3- to 6-year sentence for aggravated assault. He had been at SCI Camp Hill since October 22, 2019.

The inmate’s next of kin has been notified.
