SCI Fayette Reports Inmate Death

LaBelle, PA – State Correctional Institution at Fayette Superintenent Mark Capozza reports death of an inmate on January 31, 2020. 

While conducting rounds a corrections officer discovered inmate David Irby, 31, unconsious in his cell. Officers provided immediate emergency first aid until medical staff arrived. The inmate was transferred by Brownsville Ambulace to Uniontown Hospital where he was pronounced dead at 0020 hours by a doctor at the hospital on January 31.
Irby was serving a five-year, eight-month to 14-year, four-month sentence for aggravated assault with a deadly weapon on a Carbon County conviction, effective date November 30, 2010.  He had been at SCI Fayette since August 8, 2019.  
Pennsylvania’s State Police at the Belle Vernon Barracks and the Fayette County Coroner were both notified. The coroner will determine the cause of death.
The inmate’s next-of-kin had been notified.
