SCI Phoenix Reports Inmate Death

Collegeville, PA – State Correctional Institution at Phoenix Superintendent Tammy Ferguson reports the death of an inmate.

[bookmark: _GoBack]At 2:24 PM on January 10, 2020, corrections officers discovered inmate Eugene Hoover, 58, unresponsive and hanging from the top bunk. The officers provided CPR until facility medical personnel arrived on the unit. Facility medical staff continued CPR and transported the inmate to the facility Medical Department.

Hoover was pronounced dead by medical personnel at SCI Phoenix. 

Pennsylvania’s State Police will conduct an investigation. The official cause of death will be determined by the Coroner’s Office. 

Hoover was serving a 2- to 5-year sentence for Corruption of Minors. He had been at SCI Phoenix since January 8, 2020.

Facility staff has notified the inmate’s next-of-kin.
