SCI Somerset Reports Inmate Death

Somerset, PA – State Correctional Institution at Somerset Superintendent Eric Tice reports the death of inmate Robert Stripling on September 11, 2020.

Stripling, age 37, was found unresponsive in his cell at approximately 3:20 P.M. on September 11, 2020. Officers and medical staff immediately responded to the scene to administer life saving measures to no avail.  EMS responded to the facility and declared inmate Stripling dead.

Pennsylvania’s State Police will conduct an investigation. The official cause of death will be determined by the Somerset County Coroner’s Office. 

Stripling was serving a sentence for a West Virginia felony conviction and was transferred to Pennsylvania for parole supervision in June 2019. In May 2020, he was arrested by the PA State Police and charged with Simple Assault, Terroristic Threats, Harassment and Disorderly Conduct. He was placed in SCI Greene on August 7, 2020. He had been at SCI Somerset since September 10, 2020.

The inmate’s next-of-kin has been notified.
