                      EXHIBITOR INFORMATION

About the Conference:

The Pennsylvania Department of Corrections is pleased to host the 15th National Women Working in Corrections and Juvenile Justice Conference.  We anticipate approximately 500 participants from throughout the United States to attend in addition for this conference to be a great learning and motivational experience for all.

Application for Space and Deadlines:
Please make your application for exhibit space by completing the attached Agreement.  The deadline for receiving the Agreement and full payment is July 30, 2014.  All space assignments will be made on a first-come, first-serve basis; telephone requests will not be accepted.  Vendor space is limited to 80 vendors.  Applications for exhibit space and program advertisements are subject to approval by the WWIC&JJ Exhibits Committee.  The exhibit costs for 10’x8’ booths are outlined in this packet.  All ad copies will be black and white, camera ready with 120-line screen to be published in the conference program or on the website.
Space Cancellations:

In the event the conference is postponed or cancelled, due to any occurrence not occasioned by the conduct of WWIC&JJ, such as an Act of God or uncommon event, the performance of the parties under this agreement shall be excused from all debts and obligations.  A refund by WWIC&JJ will occur, less a pro-rata share of expenses actually incurred by the Association.  Should the exhibitor cancel space prior to August 29, 2014, 30 days prior to the opening of the exhibits, WWIC&JJ shall retain 50% of the exhibit fee.  If the exhibitor cancels after August 29, 2014, within 30 days of the opening of the exhibit, WWIC&JJ will retain 100% of the exhibit fee.
Event Sponsorship/Co-Sponsorship:

Several events are listed in the packet for vendors to sponsor or co-sponsor.  These include, but are limited to conference breaks, breakfast, luncheons, registration bags, etc.  The sponsor will receive recognition for their sponsorship, as well as two tickets to the sponsored event.  

Exhibitor Services:

Exhibit Booths will be equipped with an 8’ high back drape, 3 ’high side divider drape, a 7” x 44” identification sign, a 6’ skirted table and two side chairs.  Any other items must be ordered directly from the pipe and drape contractor or the hotel.  As the conference nears, the pipe and drape information will be provided.
